VERY IMPORTANT: If you will be traveling with your child and not with the child’s other parent or guardian, or if your bringing another player with you, you will need a notarized consent letter to be carried with you to prove that the child has the permission of the absent lawful parent(s) or guardian to travel.  We can not stress the importance of having these letters. They can be notarized at your local bank or by an attorney. We have heard instances where parents are held at the border until proof is given.
